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Why is life so hard? That's a great question, and while the answer doesn’t take the pain
away, it's much easier to understand when you readlize that your story--like every story--
has a beginning, middle, and end. Knowing where you are in your story makes it much
easier to understand, accept, trust, and even thrive.

Scripture: Genesis 3:1-13 NLT Revelation 22:1-5 NLT

Bottom Line: It's much easier to make it through the middle when you realize this isn't
the end.
